Outline

Hitokura Dam Site, planned for flood control and
irrigation, was completed in April 1982. Subsequently,a
new lake,"Chimyo-ko",appeared. In coordination with its
completion, the Hyogo Prefectural Hitokura Park Project
was launched on Mt.Chimyo, which extends out into the
lake. This park aims mainly to preserve the sightseeing
and natural environment around the lake, and we expect
that it will be used extensively as a place for enjoying and
observing nature. In the summer of 1998, Kohan-area
(lakeside) and Oka-area(hills) were opend with a total area
of 48.2 hectares.

Then, toward its grand open in the spring of 2002 the
remaining facilities were built in succession,creating a
learning area of its rich natural environment and a
harmonious relation between human and nature.

We hope that this park will be used as a place for outdoor
excursions,or for enjoying the beauties of lakes and forests.
